TECHNICAL IMPLEMENTATION REPORT AND FINANCIAL STATEMENT TO BE SUBMITTED

The beneficiary shall submit two copies of the final report within two months of the end of the period of eligibility as specified in Article I.2.2 in English, of the main results achieved, to the address given in Article I.7 of the agreement.

The final report shall comprise two parts:
1) Technical implementation report, describing the development, progress and achievements of the action;
The technical report must include all the different sections (please use the same numbering):

a) Overall assessment of the achievement of objectives as compared with the planned objectives as described in annex 1

b) Complete information on all the different activities carried out (qualitative evaluation of the execution of all tasks mentioned in Annex I)
c) Overall assessment of the results of the action (number of participants, targeted audience, readership, people who benefit directly and indirectly of the action,…) and proof of their dissemination (communication and information plan : internet, TV, radio, magazines,…) 
d) A set of all published material (CD, DVD, publication, reports, photographs, brochures, press releases,…) 
2) Financial statement giving details of the eligible costs incurred in carrying out the activities in accordance with the
conditions set down in this agreement and its annexes.
The financial report must include the two following documents:

a) Final Financial Statement in accordance with the model attached herewith. The final financial statement will be established solely on the basis of the model attached herewith. Any other presentation will be rejected.

b) A full summary statement (e.g. “List of invoices”) of the receipts and expenditure in the beneficiary’s accounts for the period of eligibility covered by the agreement in accordance with the model attached herewith.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS RELATING TO THE ACTION

PUBLICITY OBLIGATIONS

ARTICLE IV.1 – OBLIGATIONS OF THE PROJECT LEADER AND CO-ORGANISERS
IV.1.1
Information requirements

The co-ordinator and co-beneficiaries shall inform the public, press and media of the action (internet included); which must, in conformity with Article II.5 of the Agreement, visibly indicate:

“This project has been funded with support from the European Commission under the Culture programme. This publication [communication] reflects the views only of the author, and the Commission cannot be held responsible for any use which may be made of the information contained therein.”

The following graphic logos comprising the following shall be used:

- the European emblem (the European flag): on azure field, a circle of 12 gold stars each with five points that do not touch each other. The colours used for the symbol are Pantone reflex blue for the surface of the rectangle and Pantone yellow for the stars. Reproduction in monochrome is permitted; if only black is available, the rectangle should be outlined in black and the stars should be black on a white background. If the only colour is blue (reflex blue), it should be printed at 100 % background with the stars left in white.

- the symbolic image that represents the Directorate General Education and Culture with the label “Education and Culture DG”. 
- the thematic logo "Culture" (orange column)
Where the action, or part of the action is a publication, the mention and graphic logos shall appear on the cover or the first pages following the editor’s mention.
